Open ended Activity: Cheers for rates of Change, or ...

Is the glass half empty or half full???  

Background: 

This activity should help you think about rates of change, a critical factor in understanding kinematics (the graphical study of motion). Since velocity is the rate of change of position, and acceleration is the rate of change of velocity, it's important to understand these relationships and interpret them. 

Objectives: 

You need to measure the height of water in the glass and compare that to the volume of water in the glass. You'll need to make a paper graph showing the relationship between these two things. It's recommended that you have data collected at enough points to show a clear relationship; as always, more data is better. 

You will need to accomplish the objectives in a clear manner and present your findings on a large whiteboard. Your whiteboard should have a graph of Height of water vs. Volume of water for your particular glass; if you have room, you may want to include your raw data. It should also have your names listed. You should be able to answer questions from the audience about your graph and your data.
